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Winery Background

Suzanne Trott is one of Australia’s few long established women vignerons, with a history dating back to 1969 in the industry. She owns three vineyards in McLaren Vale, comprising 78 acres in total. The label is named after the five wild geese that frequent her Blewitt Springs vineyards. Award winning winemaker and wine show judge Mike Farmilo does the winemaking.
The Grenache and Shiraz grown on Sue Trott’s Blewitt Springs vineyards are used for the Five Geese label. The Grenache vines are over 77 yrs old, and the shiraz vines are 43 yrs old.  All the vines are hand pruned to enable the crop to be carefully controlled for low yields. 
The Grenache vines are dry grown, with no irrigation. The vines are established on deep sand and are deeply rooted into subsoil clay.  This deep root structure on a poor soil type copes well with drought, and in this slightly cooler region with little shoot vigor produces a quality wine greatly sought after. The shiraz vineyard was planted in Blewitt Springs in 1963 with a northerly aspect. The soil is deep sand overlying clay and irrigation is applied minimally from the small amount of surface water available. Because of these factors, the vines need to establish deep roots in the clay bed.
Appellation
McLaren Vale is about an hour’s drive south of Adelaide in South Australia. The general shape of McLaren Vale is triangular; to the west is the Gulf of St Vincent where the boundary is broadest, about 20 kms from north to south, and travelling just under 20 kms east to the foothills of the Mount Lofty Ranges where the region is defined by the 400-metre elevation line. There are six sub-regions considered in the McLaren Vale Wine Region, Blewitt Springs is situated in the north, with an elevation of around 200m. While overall the region is relatively small, it contains a wide diversity of terroirs, which produce characteristic wines.

The climate is characterized by warm summers, moderate winters, winter-dominant rainfall (580-700 mm per annum), low relative humidity and relatively high evaporation. The majority of vineyards in the McLaren Vale-Willunga district are found on flat to gently undulating land within 12 km of the sea, providing regular cool afternoon breezes. 

The variety of elevation and soil type allows grapes to be grown 'dry' in some areas (approx. 20% of the total crop is dry-grown). These vines are renowned for the small size of the fruit they produce, which is highly sought after for the intensity of its flavor. The majority of vineyards are irrigated to some extent. Because of the impact of the sea on the climate irrigation can be kept to low levels and manipulated to achieve the production of superior fruit

There are over 60 cellar doors in McLaren Vale. The region produces: Shiraz, Cabernet Sauvignon, Grenache and Merlot. Chardonnay, Sauvignon Blanc, Riesling. There is also experimentation with Viognier, Marsanne and Sangiovese. McLaren Vale wines have five main attributes: ripeness, elegance, structure, power, complexity. Shiraz makes up the majority of the vine plantings in the McLaren Vale Wine Region and is the signature variety of the region. McLaren Vale Shiraz displays pronounced berry and spice characters with some dark chocolate and liquorice. It is renowned for its great softness and rolling palate.
